I still prefer Panopto as a supplement to my Adobe Connect recordings. Adobe Connect allows for conferencing with 
students. Panopto does not seem to allow this feature or that I am aware of at this time.  

It takes too long to upload - I finish lecture before noon and usually have to wait until I get home in the late afternoon 
early evening to post it on BB 

The lack of privacy and security for the lectures. And the equipment in my classroom went down for several weeks.  

The fact that the recordings to often appear to get stuck in the upload and rendering process.  

time for recording to be processed 

Editing is clunky, URL long, not able to capture hand written notes easily.  

Currently, I am not able to record my screen of my Tablet PC with my lecture, but I understand that this will be possible 
next semester. Also, there is the tendency of some students to miss class, and therefore they rob themselves of the 
opportunity for faculty interaction through question/answer sessions.  

Apparently it requires technology that many students do not have, so students can't download the lectures.  

Not being able to work problems (as on whiteboard or elmo so students can see). Audio and video is inadequate if Webcam 
is more than several feet away.
