Re: Dissolution of the Legislative Action Commission

The Legislative Action Commission recommends that this commission be ‘decommissioned’ following Fall 05.  

The original purpose of the group was twofold. First it was intended to allow multiple VCCS constituencies to come together to discuss potential legislative topics and issues and to bring them to the Chancellor’s attention for possible inclusion in legislative initiatives. Now that the VCCS and the Chancellor have multiyear, legislative goals (Dateline 2009) that set long term, legislative agendas, there really is no need for this aspect of the commission. 

The second purpose of the commission was to try to pinpoint legislative issues or actual pending legislation of interest to VCCS personnel and bring legislators or other legislative experts to the VCCA Fall Conference to report on these topics. This is still a valid goal but the purpose is probably better served through the other commissions where members would target legislative areas of specific interest to them.  This purpose is also partially fulfilled by the development of the VCCS website which tracks legislation of interest to the VCCS and gives regular updates.

The falling attendance at this commission’s meetings is taken as evidence that the purposes of the commission are, in fact, being addressed via other venues. Thus, this recommendation is forwarded to the VCCA Executive Committee by all of the officers and attending members from the fall 2005 conference.
