I. Call to Order

The meeting of the Virginia Communities Colleges Association was called to order at 7:15 p.m. on Thursday, 4/7/05, by Steve Bass.  Steve welcomed everyone, especially Sharon Hutcheson, who is new to the board, replacing Larry Riposa who resigned as Member-at-Large 1-1500.  Steve thanked the board members for coming and for their continued support.

II. Old Business
Steve passed around a “Get Well” card for everyone to sign for Joan Wilkerson, who could not attend the meeting after having back surgery.  A flower garden was sent to Joan from the VCCA.

III. Minutes
With a motion from Don Baker and a second from Sharon Hutcheson, the minutes of the November 11-12, 2004, meeting held in Danville were approved.  The minutes were previously approved by e-mail.
IV. Treasure’s Report
Karen Roberson distributed a financial statement for each month (December 1, 2004 to April 30, 2005) containing detailed income and expenses to date.  The current balance is $42,612.97 (which includes the Benchmark CD).  She will send Margaret a copy of the Treasure’s Report to be mailed out to absent members along with the minutes, which Nancy will provide.

Don Baker added that the Benchmark CD for $14,533.91 was rolled over until November 1, 2005.  

After some investigating, Karen reported that it was not practical to move the VCCA account into the Virginia Credit Union at this time as previously discussed because deposits and withdraws would have to be mailed to the Credit Union Richmond office. 

With a motion from John and a second from Neka, the treasurer’s report was approved.

V. Member-at-large Reports 
John Golding (FTE 5500+) reported that there was no change in the contact distribution list at TCC.  Northern has two new contacts.  Geraldine “Gerri” Clemons gclemons@nvcc.edu and Jane Mirko jmirko@nvcc.edu at Annandale.  For the New Medical Education Campus (MEC), John obtained a membership application from Alemu Befekadu abefekadu@nvcc.edu who has agreed to be contact at MEC.

Ginger Robinette (2200-5500) reported no change.

Joan Wilkerson (1500-2200), no report.

Sharon Hutcheson (1-1500) reported that she sent e-mails to the contacts telling them that she was the new Executive Board member.  No changes were reported to her.


After a brief discussion on how delegates are selected, Steve asked Neka to find out the procedure for selecting delegates and see that the information is sent to each Member-At-Large.

VI. Liaison Reports
A. Membership: Rena Mallory sent out an e-mail stating that we now have 846 members.  This information will be included in the newsletter. Rena also kicked off the Membership Drive (March 3 – June 30) by e-mailing forms for membership registration and convention registration.  Hard copies of these forms were available at the VCCA booth during New Horizons at the Hotel Roanoke. 

B. Showcase: Barbara Moore sent a report via e-mail prior to the meeting stating that Dr. John Sygielski, Judy Rinker and Brent Kendrick will do a short presentation focusing on the winners (15 minutes) before the Showcase Awards are given.  Chuck Terrell will read the names of the winners, Jack Ancell will do a PowerPoint presentation and George Hoffman will lay out the booklet and print them at Lord Fairfax.

Upon request from several different schools, Barbara drafted guidelines for selecting showcase recipients and sent it out to those who requested it.  She would like these guidelines added to the criteria information for showcase winners, pending the board’s approval.

C. Publications and Communications: Neka Wilson brought a draft of the newsletter for the members to review.  She plans to make corrections and, after final edit, publish it online and have it sent to the contacts for distribution.  John agreed to mail out hard copies to each college if needed.  

D. Excellence in Communications: Nancy Warren reported that Sharon Hutcheson and Esther Cooper, PR and Publications Commission co-chairs, are serving on the committee.  The form, which is posted online, needs to be sent to the members-at-large for distribution.  Sharon reported that Esther is going to receive the entries and find judges from a nearby University’s Communication Department.  Sharon will get the trophies and Nancy will do a display board and PowerPoint presentation of the winners.

E. Black Concerns Commission: It was suggested that the commission consider a name change to be more inclusive of others.  The name Minority Concerns Commission or Minority Affairs was suggested.  The purpose of this commission and its mid-year conference were discussed.  Steve agreed to take the board’s concerns to the Black Concern’s next meeting.

VII. Professional Development (PG&D): Don Baker reported that a $2,000 grant was awarded to the Black Concerns Commission for the upcoming 3-day workshop.  The Classified Staff Commission was awarded $ 954.00 for a workshop at Southwest Virginia Community College on April 27.  The total for grants awarded to date for this budget year is $ 3,074.90.  (Note: $8,000 is the budgeted amount for grants.)
VIII. 2006 Convention:  The Executive Committee approved the recommendation to hold the convention at the Radisson Fort Magruder Inn in Williamsburg.

IX. Fund Raising:  Steve asked if we should order T-shirts and umbrellas to be sold at the convention.  We may need to get a permit to sell the items or to have a 50/50 drawing.  A decision was postponed until a later date.
X. 2005 Convention was discussed and assignments made.

XI. Next meeting: May 26-27 or June 16-17 at the Hotel Roanoke to meet with the Hotel staff (Steve will send out an e-mail).
XII. Adjournment: The meeting was adjourned on Friday, 4/8/05, at 3:00 p.m.
